1) Category changes must be e-mailed to Kelly Delorey at kelly.delorey@srsb.ca ASAP. Late changes may not appear on program.

2) Firstto enter, lastto dance. There willbe no draw for positions in New Scotland Open Championship.

3) Competitor numbers will be issued on the field the day of the competition upon verification of current SOBHD dancer registration card.
Dancer must present card to receive aw ards.

4) Entries postmarked after June 19, 2011 will be charged an additional late entry fee of $20.00. Late entries will notreceive their free
pass. Absolutely no refunds will be given.

5) Dancing and scrutineering shall run according to SOBHD rules and regulations for competitions.

6) Competitors must report to stage area w hen event is called and may be asked to fill in for Reels w hen needed.

7) No coaching by teachers or parents w hile dancers are on stage.
